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PAUL LANGFELLOW:

OVER 300 STUDENTS ON CAMPUS HAVE BEEN INVOLVED WITH THE FALCON 5 PROGRAM THIS SCHOOL YEAR AND HAS PROVED TO BE AN EFFECTIVE WAY OF GETTING STUDENTS INVOLVED IN EVENTS AND STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS. UWRF SENIOR, KAIMAN STOWE, HAD THIS TO SAY ABOUT CAMPUS INVOLVEMENT FROM A STUDENT PERSPECTIVE.

KAIMAN STOWE: 
SO TALKING ABOUT ACTUAL STUDENT INVOLVEMENT I THINK IS VERY IMPORTANT FOR STUDENTS TO GET INVOLVED, IT HELPS THEM FIND OTHER ACTIVITIES THAN THE TYPICAL COLLEGE PARTYING ACTIVITIES, IT ALSO HELPS THEM YOU KNOW, JUST GET MORE FRIENDS AND GET MORE INVOLVED IN SCHOOL AND I THINK THAT IS REALLY GOOD.
